Enabling visual voicemail

4. Wait for an answer, consult, and then press the Join Calls softkey to create the three-
way conference call.

5. Repeat steps 2 to 4 to add an additional party (maximum of seven participants) to the
conference.

Speed Call programmable key configuration

A Speed Call key allows you to dial a specified number with one key press. Speed Call keys
can be useful as they can be programmed to dial directly to an internal or external number or
quickly access features that use feature access codes.
